Eastbound on the 210
Exit on Osborne St 
Actual sign will read Osborne St    Lakeview Terrace
Turn left at bottom of ramp onto Foothill Blvd going under Freeway
Osborne will become Little Tujunga Road
2nd light will be Osborne, Turn left again
Follow this road for 2 miles
